| received a message from a friend who is a sculptor living in Ireland, saying
unexpectedly that she would come over to Japan with her sister, the sister’s husband and
the couple’s daughter. She said that they planned this big trip to exploit the fact that her
sister’s son happened to be in Tokyo as an exchange student at Waseda University. All
five of them visited me at my atelier in Kawasaki. Since it was spring vacation at the
university, they rented a car next day and took a wonderful long trip to Owari Province
(the western half of Aichi Prefecture) to see several historical castles; then to Kyoto; then
to Naoshima Island to see modern artworks, including those of Yayoi Kusama in the Seto
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Inland Sea; the Dogo Hot Spring in Matsuyama; and the public hot spring baths in
Takamatsu. They then drove to Ohara in Kyoto, Lake Kawaguchi, and finally back in Tokyo.
A wonderful trip as a result of careful and smart planning! They even were able to
admire the cherry blossoms which were in full bloom and continued to bloom as they
went north. They also were able to swim in the sea. How energetic my Irish friends were!

In turn, the arrival of friends from afar reminded me of Ireland and brought so many
reminiscences to mind.

In 1996 | visited Ireland for the first time, when | was invited to participate in an
International Sculpture Symposium. Since then | visited Ireland several times, returning to
Japan each time with many wonderful memories. In particular, | should mention the
unforgettable fireplaces that are commonly seen in the old houses in Ireland. | was
familiar with fireplaces since my parents had one in the house where | used to live In
Kawasaki, but it was merely ornamental, without a chimney on the roof.

The artists | met in Ireland were mostly sculptors. As they needed large spacious
studios for their work, they often lived in old farmhouses, with a barn, which they
renovated by installing the necessary equipment. In the old Irish houses, including
farmhouses, there is a fireplace in the living room. These old houses have survived for
decades and even centuries because there are no earthquakes in Ireland. The age of
such old houses can be estimated from the appearance of the dry-stone walls.

The Irish traditionally burn peat, cut into brick-sized pieces, in their fireplaces. The
peat is extracted from peat bogs. The houses, as compared with those in the United
States, are generally small and the compact size of the studio-living room and kitchen are
familiar to me and feel comfortable. Moreover, the heat generated by the fireplace is
enough to keep the entire house warm. One such combined studio and home that |
visited stood alone on a hilltop, surrounded by a well-kept lawn with a patch of pampas
grass. Both sunrise and sunset could be enjoyed from there, as well as an extensive view
of the countryside.

The surroundings of my cottage in the town of Fujikawaguchiko have improved
recently, with respect to the view, because the trees on the golf course nearby have been
removed with the remodeling of the golf course. Consequently, | too can now enjoy both
sunrise and sunset, with an extensive view. Several years ago, | had to leave my parents’
house in Kawasaki and moved temporarily into my atelier near the house. | had to leave
most of my household goods behind and needed to find a permanent place for them.
After looking for a house here and there, | finally visited the town of Fujikawaguchiko, in
2006, and | found a secondhand cottage there that seemed close to ideal. The deciding
factor was a fireplace in the living room.

In winter, as soon as | arrive at the cottage, the first thing | do is put wood in the grate
and light a fire. However, it is true that the freezing-cold living room in my
reinforced-concrete home becomes comfortably warm only right before the time | leave
the house. | have often been advised to use a heater or stove because the fireplace is so
inefficient. However, | do continue to use the fireplace. Friends who live in the town are
surprised to find my cottage located in such a remote place. But | don’t care, as | am
used to the lovely slow life, experienced in “Irish time,” that includes long-distance trips to
the doctor and to market.

Ireland is characterized by rather flat land with mountains of at most a thousand
meters elevation. When | was staying in Ireland, | confess that | felt homesick for the
mountainous regions of Japan. | was a member of the Alpine Club when | was in college
and | am very attached to the beautiful view of the Akaishi Mountains, also called the
Southern Alps, which | can see from my cottage. | used to walk along the ridge line from
Mount Kita to Mount Hijiri, and I've climbed up to Ho6 Sanzan. As my cottage is 1,200
meters above sea level on the northern slope of Mt. Fuji, | also enjoy beautiful views of
Mount Kita, Mount Aino, and Mt. Shiomi, beyond Lake Motosu. It's fascinating to see the
lake backed by these snow-capped mountains in winter, when the leaves that obstruct my
view in summer have fallen.

Thus, my unforgettable and valuable experiences of Ireland formed the background
for my decision to buy a cottage in the remote town of Fujikawaguchiko, 134 km distant
from my hometown of Kawasaki but | do enjoy my drives to and from the city.

| had been using solid materials, such as wood, for my artwork. Apart from this
common material, | had also been searching for some other materials in order to create a
new type of beauty in sculpture. To implement my ideas, | chose gauze and made
laminated sheets with a laminator. | found that an object wrapped in such a sheet has a
uniqgue and interesting appearance because of the translucent nature of the sheet of
laminate, which is structurally non-fixed and is easily distorted by external, as well as
internal, forces. Then | went further, wondering how a moving object would appear if
placed inside. | asked the dancer Masako Fukaya to collaborate with me in an
experiment (July 22, 2009). We discussed the younger generation’s value judgments,
with respect to a human’s appearance as an organic entity.

In the past when most Japanese were quite poor, male schoolmates would have
responded so badly to being told by female schoolmates that “You look as if you are the
son of a herbivore” and would have acted insulted. Nowadays, in contrast, 'son of a
herbivore’ is accepted ironically as a complement, meaning “handsome,” even though the
economy is in much better shape. Putting this issue aside, both plants and animals are
organic examples of homeostasis. Now let us see how Masako Fukaya, as a human of
flesh and blood, appears after being wrapped in sheets of inorganic translucent material.
Will the audience now view her simply as a moving object? Here, | should point out that
the performance by Fukaya was occurring in parallel, coincidentally or not, with a total
solar eclipse (July 22, 2009) in the Theater X (Cai). | wondered whether this cosmic
phenomenon might affect the sensibility of audience, as well as that of the performers.

Starting in 2008, | participated annually in the programs held at the Kid Ailack Art Hall,
where unique performances involved collaborations between artists, actors, puppeteers
and musicians. The hall was near Meliji University in Setagaya-ku but is now closed. These
programs gave me a valuable opportunity to investigate novel materials and to test
whether they would function well in new experimental works. Shown below is a set of
seven frames, in sequence, of my moving artwork. The frames start with a big bun
(manju in Japanese) made of piled-up straw fragments, in which a bundle of poles is
embedded. Two manipulators on the ceiling are in charge of maneuvering the bundle of
poles, using black threads connected to the individual poles. As you can see below, the
bundle of poles is pulled out of the bun and untied such that the poles are released to
form phantasmagorical three-dimensional figures.

My purpose in collaborating with the puppeteers who maneuvered the movable
artwork by hand and with a dancer who danced in concert with the changing artwork and
accompanying music was to engage the audience so that they would join the
collaboration, in a sense of unity, and not just admire the work passively, from the outside.
| should add that other artists who presented their work at Kid Ailack did not engage in
similar collaborations but, rather, they just asked people to help them as assistants only.

One day, the idea of an artwork with whisker-like protuberances occurred to me. To
implement my idea, | first implanted store-bought plastic ties, as whiskers, into silicone
rubber that had been poured into a crack on the surface of a piece of East Asian alder
(Alnus japonica). Then, | set the head part, cut off from another tie, at the bottom of
each implanted tie to stabilize the whiskers. The crack had been made with a hatchet.
| was very pleased with the effect of plastic ties as whiskers and, since then, | have often
used them as favorite materials for my work. | don’t think I'll ever get bored of using them.

Recently | have been keen to use human beings as the focus of my artwork. As shown
above, | placed the stooping figure of coal miner, made of wire mesh, at the top of an
eight-meter-high ventilation tower of a coal mine at the Art Meeting in Iwaki City in 2016.
[ have also been working on larger-than-life-sized woman legs setting on a yellow chair. To
date, | have presented twenty sets of artwork based on woman legs. | plan to extend this
kind of work to outdoor projects.

| have described here how | have been working as a sculptor and | have shown some
representative works in chronological order.

About 10 years ago, a sculptor suggested that there was a crisis in the world of
sculpture. Looking back to that period, | can see that the situation was
critical. Previously, coinciding with rapid economic growth, public art had become
popular, with the spread of sculpture made of stone as well as metal in the public domain,
often outside. With this spread of public art, winning a prize at a sculpture competition in
Ube, Suma, Hakone or Utsukushi-Ga-Hara meant legacy status for the sculptor. The
crisis mentioned above referred to the decline in social support for public art that
occurred in parallel with the decline in the economy. However, the crisis in sculpture
seems to have abated, with the adoption and spread of new techniques including
techniques related to installations themselves.

We know that the values that people attribute to fine arts of certain eras change
when social values change abruptly, in particular, with changes in political and economic
realities. Consider the changes in Russia and other previously Soviet states that
occurred with the dissolution of the Soviet Union and thereafter, for example. Thus, as
artists, we should always take into account society's ever-changing values and reflect
them with sensitivity, either directly or indirectly, in our work.

An ideal social system would guarantee everyone a basic income, allowing individuals
time for leisure activities in addition to their work. Each person would figure out the best
way of contributing to society. Artists, such as myself, have to survive without a basic
income provided at the local, regional or national level. However, it remains my ambition
to continue my present lifestyle for the rest of my life, and the future direction of my
work will reflect this ambition.
